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Bt 1. Practice in Senior Design and Senior Design (Il) are required elective courses. Both Practice in Senior Design ( Daily Use and Cultural Creative
Remarks Product ) and Practice in Senior Design ( High Tech Product ) are required elective courses and must take one of the two courses.
2. Students of the Department are allowed to take on campus courses, and only accept 6 credits as the graduation credits.
Each semester, Design Foundation is 3 credits, 3 lessons and 3 hours, Basic Product Design is 4 credits, 8 lessons and 8 hours, Product Design is
4 credits, 8 lessons, 8 hours.
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
